ATTENDANCE POLICY 2011-2012

The Valley Center-Pauma Unified School District has instituted changes to attendance procedures and policies. Please note the following changes that
the high school will implement this school year.

1 Per Education Code 48260 and 48260.5 any pupil between the ages of 6-18 years of age is subject to compulsory full-time education who is
absent from school three full days or more without a valid excuse as defined by California Education Code, within one school year, is truant.
In continuing efforts to work with families and students, the district will declare a student truant after five unexcused absences and the first
truancy notification will be sent home. Each subsequent unexcused absence will be considered truancy. Please read your VCPUSD
Parent/Student Handbook for details on what constitutes excused and unexcused absences.

1 Students are encouraged to attend Saturday School for each absence. Attending Saturday School will clear the absence. A student will be
assigned to a Saturday School when the student has five unexcused absences and for each subsequent unexcused absence. The student will
remain on the Non-Privilege list until all Saturday Schools are successfully served.

1 When a student is absent, it is necessary for parents/guardians to phone the school office the day of the absence or send a note with the
student on the day of return to school. Parents/Guardians must notify the school within three (3) school days (72 hours) of the last day of the
student’s return to school. The note should include the reason for the absence and date(s) of absence. Absences remaining unverified after
three (3) school days will be recorded as unexcused.

T When a student has had ten (10) excused absences in the school year for illness that have been verified by the parent, any further absences
for illness shall be verified by a physician or by bringing the student to the school nurse, health clerk, or designee.

Valley Center-Pauma Unified School District is dedicated to your child’s academic achievement and success; however we do need your help. Please
support your child as well as our efforts by getting your student to school on time, every day. By understanding that Every Day Counts, together we can
give your child the opportunity to access his/her academic potential.

_ABSENCES _

Daily attendance is one of the most important factors in students’ success at Valley Center High School. Compulsory attendance laws require that parents
send their children to school. The state no longer funds schools for days on which a student is absent, even if the absence is legitimately excused.

Excessive absences will affect grades and
may result in a loss of credit.

After the second 6week grading period, if GPA
remains below a 2.0, the athlete becomes
ineligible.

An ineligible athlete may continue to practice
with the team if the coach agrees, but cannot
travel with the team or wear a uniform during
contests.

Ineligible athletes will not letter in their sport.

In most circumstances, a 8 year student cannot
participate in interscholastic athletics.

Usually an athlete must live within the
geographical boundaries of VCHS. Any
questions, talk with the Athletic Director ASAP.

An athlete must live with their legal guardian
within the VCHS boundaries. Court action is
requiredtohavesamne one decl ar e«
legal guardian.

Certain student/athletes living outside VCHS
boundaries may be given board approval to
attend, but they must also obtain CIF approval
before they become eligible to compete.

Transfer students should meet with theathletic
director immediately to determine if they will
be eligible to participate according to CIF rules.

Foreign students must be a part of a CIF
approved exchange program to participate in
interscholastic athletics.

An athlete must attend a minimum of 4classes
(traditional) or 2 classes (block) the day of the
competition in order to participate. The only
exception is if the principal or Athletic Director
excuses the athlete prior to the absence.

Any student truant for any part of the day may
not participate in practice or competition on
that day or evening.

An athlete cannot try out, practice, or compete
in another sport if the athlete has any
outstanding uniform or equipment needs with
another school team

Dances and Other Event Guidelines

» You must have a dance contract on file in order to purchase a ticket or attend
VCHS dance.
A currentVCHSD card must be presented for admission to all dances.

v~ ACADEMIC HONESTY
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Honest behavior is an expectation for all students in the Valley Center-Pauma Unified School
District. The purpose of the following guidelines is to create and maintain an ethical
academic atmosphere. Specific types of academic dishonesty, which will not be tolerated, are
defined below:
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Cheating on Tests — any intentional giving of or use of external assistance relating to an examination, test, or quiz without
express permission of the teacher. This includes looking on another student’s paper, sharing answers, or copying another
student’s paper.

Fabrication — Any intentional falsification or invention of data, citation, or other authority in an academic exercise.
Unauthorized Collaboration - While collaboration is often encouraged, unauthorized collaboration is not permitted.
Plagiarism — Any intentional representation of another’s ideas, words, or works as one’s own. Plagiarism includes the
misuse of published material, electronic material, and/or the work of other students. The original writer who intentionally
shares his/her paper for another to copy, without the permission of the teacher, is also engaged in plagiarism.

Alteration of Materials - Any intentional and unauthorized alteration of student, teacher or library materials.

Forgery — Any unauthorized signing of another person’s name to school related documents.

Theft — Any theft of materials.

Transfer of Unauthorized Materials — Any giving or selling of unauthorized materials.

~ Consequences of Academic Dishonesty

Depending on theseverity of the offense one or more of the following consequences may occur:
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Referral to an Assistant Principal and parent/guardian contact.

A loss of all credit for the assignment or test with no make ups permitted.

Placement on probation with a contract (in the class of the infraction) for the remainder of that class.

Receipt of a “U” in citizenship for the current grading period.

Violation on a school administered national or state examination will result in a direct code of conduct violation.
Dropped from the class with no credit.

Suspension from school.

Removal from all elected or appointed leadership positions for the remainder of the school year.
